passedwithamajorityvote.
According to Dawn, “The

statementofobjectsandreasons
of the Bill says that the govern-
mentof Indiainitiatedproceed-
ings against Pakistan in the ICJ
concerningallegedviolationsof
theViennaConventiononCons-
ular Relations in thematter of
thedetentionandtrialofanInd-

ian national, Commander Kul-
bhushanSudhirJadhavwhowas
sentencedtodeathbyamilitary
court inPakistan inApril 2017.”

The ICJ gave its judgmenton
July17,2019,whereinitobserved
that Pakistanwasunder anobli-
gation toprovidebymeansof its
own choosing “effective review
and reconsideration” of the con-
victionandsentenceofJadhav,so
as to ensure that fullweightwas
giventotheeffectoftheviolation
oftherightssetforthinArticle36
of theViennaConvention, taking
account of paragraphs 139, 145
and146of thejudgment.

Jadhav, a former IndianNavy

officer,wassentencedtodeathby
a Pakistani military court on
chargesof espionageand terror-
isminApril2017.Indiaapproached
theICJagainstPakistanfordenialof
consularaccesstoJadhavandchal-
lengedthedeathsentence.

The Hague-based interna-
tionalcourtissuedaverdictinJuly
2019,askingPakistantogiveIndia
consularaccesstoJadhavandalso
ensurereviewofhisconviction.
