TWO DAYS after it became public
that former Union health minis-
ter and BJPleader Vallabh Kathiria
was asked to resign as the presi-
dentof the under-construction All
India Institute of Medical Sciences
(AIIMS) on the outskirts of Rajkot
within days of his nomination to
the post by the Union govern-
ment, Chief Minister Bhupendra
Patel visited the AIIMS campus at
ParaPipaliya village on Monday to
review progress of the work.

Sources said that Kathiria’s
resignation was not discussed at
the meeting. “No one even
broached the subject of Dr
Kathiria’s resignation...
Discussions were held purely on
technicalissues. One of the issues
discussed was a pending railway
overbridge on one of the approach
roads of the AIIMS campus. There
isdisagreement between the rail-
way and the local body as to who
should start the work first... the
CM ordered that the issue should
be resolved within three days,” a
source said.

The Union Ministry of Health
and Family Welfare had nomi-
nated Kathiria, a four-time Lok
Sabha MP from Rajkot and a gen-
eral surgeon who used to run a
hospital till recently, as the presi-
dent of Rajkot AIIMS on August 2.
The nomination was published in
a gazette and Kathiria, who was
once a prominent BJP leader in
Saurashtra, had tweeted the same
on August 17.

However, he resigned from
the poston August 20 and the res-
ignation was accepted on August
25.Kathiria’s resignation became
public on September 1 when he
announced it at an event. He had
then told The Indian Express that
day that the Union government
had “requested” him to stepdown
as AIIMS president.

Kathiria, who usually attends
almost all major public events,
stayed away from the day-long
visit of the CM. As the CM’s visit
was announced early Sunday,

evening that he would attend a
Dhammbkot Vipassana camp for
meditation from September 4 to
14 and therefore would not be
available for other engagements.
“During this, as I have to observe
Arya maun (observance of si-
lence), communication through
phone will remain completely
suspended,” Kathiria had posted
on social media.

From the AIIMS campus, the
CM drove to the farmhouse of
Patidar leader and prominent in-
dustrialist Naresh Patel in Rangpar
village for lunch.

Speaking to mediapersons,
Naresh Patel, the president of
Shree Khodaldham Trust, said
thatitwasa"goodwill visit" by the
CM. “The CM paid us avisit due to
our personal and emotional
bonds that we share,” he said,
adding that no politics was dis-
cussed at the lunch.

However, sources said that
the CM and the SKT president
had a private conversation for
about five minutes. “We are not
aware whatwasdiscussed,” said
a source. Earlier in the day, the
CM inaugurated an office
opened by Tilalaon Bhaktinagar
Road.Healsoinaugurated acath
lab in the super-specialty block
of the Pandit Deendayal
Upadhyay Government Hospital,
popularly known as Rajkot civil
hospital, and flagged off 25 new
electric buses purchased by the
municipal corporation for bus
services in the city.

Cops bust fake
IMFL unit in
Surat, 2 arrested

Surat: Two persons were arrested
on Monday as police busted a
liquor manufacturing unit, where
foreign brands were imitated, at
Ichhapore village in Surat.

Surat Police Commissioner
Ajay Kumar Tomar said, “The ac-
cused were earlier arrested by
Surat Police in different prohibi-
tion cases.”

“They were bringing liquor
from Daman and Rajasthan and
were supplying it to people in
Surat. However, amid strictness
by the police, they faced issues
with transportation. Both the ac-
cused hail from Pratapnagar in
Rajasthan and they learned how
to imitate IMFL (Indian Made
Foreign Liquor) brands at their
native place."

"They had taken a bungalow
on rent in Ichhapore village and
had been running the liquor
racket for the last month," he
added. Actingonatip-off, sleuths
raided a bungalow in the
Diamond Nagar area. On entering
the premises, police personnel
found several empty bottles,
chemicals, loose caps, and a ma-
chine used for mixing chemicals.

Over 300 packed alcohol bot-
tles were seized. The arrested
men have been identified as
Kalpesh ~ Samariya  and
Durgashanker Khatik. ENS

Three accused of vandalising murals
at Hanuman temple in Botad get bail

TWO DAYS AFTER the vandalisa-
tion of some murals on the
pedestal of a Lord Hanuman
statue at a temple owned by the
Swaminarayan sect, three men
who were arrested in the case
were granted bail by alocal court
in Barwala town of Botad district
onMonday. Heavy police deploy-
ment continues at the temple
amid controversy over the depic-
tion of Lord Hanuman sitting at
the feet of Lord Swaminarayan on
the walls of the pedestal of a gi-
ant statue of Hanuman at Shree
Kashtabhanjandev Hanumanji
Mandir in Botad district's
Salangpur.

The court of magistrate RK
Pandya, the judicial magistrate
(first class), of Barwala, granted
the plea of accused Harshad
Gadhvi, Jesing alias Jago Bharwad,
and Baldev Bharwad seeking bail
inthe case.

On Saturday, purported
videos of the incident had gone
viral, showing Gadhvi smearing
black ink on murals on the
pedestal of a 54-feet-tall Lord

by Amit Shah in April. File

Hanuman statue in the premises
of the Salangpur temple and then
hitting some of the murals witha
decorative axe and the handle of
the axe. He was later overpow-
ered by police personnel on duty.
The trio, natives of Charanki vil-
lage of Ranpur taluka of Botad dis-
trict, were formally arrested
hours after the incident on
Saturday. Police produced the
three accused before a magistrate
on Sunday with an application
seeking their remand for three
days.However, the Magistrate re-
jected theremand application. In
the meantime, the accused filed
aplea forbail which was heard by
the court of the JMCF (Judicial
Magistrate First Class) on
Monday.

Aashish Solanki, Gadhvi's ad-
vocate, Jesing and Baldev said that
their intention was not to hurt
anyone’s religious sentiment or
promote enmity between two
groups. “During the course of
hearing of the bail plea, we sub-
mitted the accused are religious
persons who themselves are vis-
iting the temple regularly and
that they themselves own an
ashram. Their intention was not
to hurtanyone’s religious feelings
or promote enmity between two
groups. They hold nothing against
the temple in question or any spe-
cific sect. All they had done was
to protest against depicting
something which is not there in
scriptures and they expressed
their opposition in that manner,”
Solanki said.

The incident of vandalism
took place amid protests by
Hindureligious leaders toremove
murals from the pedestal of the
Lord Hanuman statue which was
unveiled by Union Home
Minister Amit Shah in April. Some
of the murals show Lord
Hanuman sitting at the feet of
Lord Swaminarayan, the founder
of the Swaminarayan sect, while
a few others show Hanumaan

performing pranam (amanner of
bowing down) to Lord
Swaminarayan. Such depiction,
Hindureligious leaders claim, de-
mean Lord Hanuman, who ac-
cording to Hindu mythology, was
a devotee and servant of Lord
Rama in Treta Yuga while Lord
Swaminarayan was bornin 1781
AD.

After rejecting the police’s ap-
plication seeking remand of the
accused, the court sent the three
accused tojudicial custody for 14
days. Accordingly, police had
taken the three men to Botad
District Sub-Jail in Botad town.

“The IPC sections under
which the three have been
booked are bailable offences and
police could have given them bail

on the spot if the latter wished.
But they did not do that.
Therefore, during the hearing of
the bail application, we high-
lighted that sections under which
they have been booked entail less
than seven years of imprison-
ment and as such, as per judge-
ments of honourable High Court
and the Supreme Court, the ac-
cused should be enlarged on bail.
The court agreed with our sub-
mission and ordered the release
of the applicants on bail bond of
Rs10,000,” Solanki further said.

Meanwhile, police have rein-
forced deployment at the temple
belonging to the Vadtal
Swaminarayan faction since the
incident of vandalism on
Saturday.
